During the assessment period, the standard fours t udent 0 s
best efforts would have been demonstrated by renderings done in pencil and poster paints as well

as other mixed media/art materials. All that would have been depi ct ed i n the St
Journal throughout the year would form the basis of the assessment process and subsequently

Implementation Planning and Delivery

Students must be afforded the time and opportunity to develop their aesthetic sensibilities within
an environment where the quality of their final product is weighted heavier or valued more than
the quantity of work done during the period of assessment Sept 2015-June 2016. In delivering
the programme teachers must adequately plan and prepare by employing strategies that are best
suited to studen t s 6 Ihie atitipated that the notion of standards setting as opposed to
standards testing will obtain through the use of alternative forms of assessment for improved
student performance within diverse settings- these are some of the contributing factors of an
assessment design that is flexible, current and developmentally appropriate for the Standard Four

Portfolio Product Assessment
Timeline for Term Activities

During the first term, multiple opportunities will be given for students to practise and engage in
drawing. By manipulating art pencils and drawing paper, students will render drawings based on
their observations of objects from their natural local environment. Using the basic elements of
design, line, colour and texture, students will depict the form of both regular and irregular
shapes. They will also look at objects of varying sizes. The relationship between objects and the
negative and positive spaces they occupy will also be explored as they begin to look at some of
the principles of design such as balance and proportion. By mark making with various types of
lines and by shading and colouring the spaces within and around different objects, students
would have understood how colour and texture enhances the form of objects. By the end of term
one, the Student Art Journal should have at least one example of their drawing experiences based
on the suggested activities |islif)ed in the Vis

During the second term, the programme of work encourages students to continue practising two
dimensional art making skills in drawing, colour and design.

Each score represents an incremental step toward mastery; the anchor descriptions
change to match the dimensions of the standards being assessed. Craftsmanship as a dimension
being assessed in drawing for example is described differently or takes on a different meaning in
the context of collage making. The skills and tools that a student uses to draw (penciling) and the
